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History of School Fundindresponsibility in Oregon
Historically, the largest source of revenue for public schools in Oregon has beeprégeaty taxes. Measure 5 changed
that dramatically by lowering the amount of property taxes schools could raise. ByoB99%th local property taxes

for education limited to $5 per $1,000 of assessed valuation, the full impact of Measure 5 was 1€87| Measure 50
further limited local property taxes for schoolsleasure 5 required the state legislature to offset lost property tax
revenue with money from the state general fund, which is composed primarily of state income taxes. As a result,
Oregn schoolsare increasinglgupported by state, not local, dollars.

Oregon submitted its ESEA Flexibility Request in January 2012, and the request received federal approval in July 2012

As part of the federal ESEA Flexibility application, Oregon developed a new accountability system which uses multiple
measures to rate schools.

The Oregon Report Card provides statewide results of academic achievement along with other indicators of student
success. Oregon measures student performance and progress in several ways: through statewide assessments at gre
3,4,5, 6,7, 8, antll; through national and international achievement tests; and through performance on college
admissions tests such as the SAT and ACT. In addition, graduation and dropout rates, as well as school and district
report cards, provide useful measures of studentfpemance and progress.
