Basis for Collection

Oregon Ready to Learn Benchmark.  

The Oregon Department of Education is identified as the relevant State Agency for collection of this data.
Use of Data
The information is used for a variety of important purposes including, but not limited to, Oregon’s Early Childhood Legislative agenda, legislative decisions for statewide funding of programs impacting young children prior to school entrance, county and community planning related to Senate Bill 555 and the Oregon Children’s Plan, the Oregon Progress Board’s Benchmark Report, instructional planning for preschool settings, and examination of the readiness of children participating in Oregon Pre-Kindergarten and Early Intervention/Early Childhood Special Education Programs.

General Instructions
Kindergarten teachers: 

Select one kindergarten class to evaluate.  In addition, complete the survey for all Early Childhood Special Education (ECSE) children, in all of your classes, who received ECSE services the year before entering kindergarten.  

Evaluate each individual student very carefully.  Remember that the rating corresponds to indicators of “readiness to learn”.  A rating of “3”, “4”, and “5” are considered “ready to learn”.   
The Kindergarten Readiness Survey is comprised of two screens.  

· The initial screen allows the addition of individual kindergarten teacher information.  You may add additional teacher rows by clicking on the “Click Here for a New Line” button just below the teacher information area.  To the right of each teacher row is a button that reads “Go”.  Click on the “Go” button to enter data for each student.

· After clicking on the “Go” button, you should see the student detail section of the survey.  A row should be filled out for each individual kindergarten student.  To obtain new rows, click on either the “Click Here for 1 New Line” or the “Click Here for 10 New Lines” button.

After entering a value in a text box, the user may press the “Tab” key to advance to the next text box.  The user may also elect to simply type the appropriate value rather than clicking on the down arrow to display the list of values.

When you have finished entering data, click on the “Save” button toward the bottom of the screen.  You can return to the first screen with the teacher name and phone number by clicking on the “Return to the Teachers List” link at the bottom left of the web survey.  When you have completed all student detail reports for each teacher, click on the “Mark as Done” button to let ODE know you have finished!

Gender:  Identifies the gender of the child.

Ethnicity:  Identifies the ethnicity of the child. Code values:
WH – White (not of Hispanic origin): Student having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the Middle East

BL – Black (not of Hispanic origin):  Student having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa

HI – Hispanic Origin: Student having origins in Mexico, Puerto Rico, Cuba, Central America, South America, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race
AS – Asian/Pacific Islander: Student having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Pacific Islands, or the Indian subcontinent
IN – American Indian/Alaskan Native: Student having origins in any of the original peoples of North America
MT – Multi-Racial/Multi-Ethnic: Student having origins in more than one racial/ethnic group
DC – Declined to specify/Unknown to school: Person declined to specify; the racial/ethnic category is unknown to the school
Code values for English as a Second Language: English as a Second Language identifies that English is not the child’s primary language. 

Y – Yes

N – No

Code values for Head Start: Head Start identifies enrolled in federally-funded Head Start or Oregon Head Start Pre-Kindergarten.

Code values for Preschool: Preschool identifies enrolled in a preschool program, not Head Start.

D – Person declined to specify; preschool history is unknown to the school

Code values for Special Education (ECSE) (Early Childhood Special Education): Early Childhood Special Education (ECSE) identifies that the child had an Individualized Family Service Plan (IFSP) and received ECSE Services.

Listens: Listens with interest and understanding to stories

Understands Print: Knows print carries the message in a book


Retells: Orally retells a familiar story

Write/Draw: Writes/draws pictures or symbols to communicate understanding and messages (some students may use special communication tools)

Curious: Enthusiastic and curious in approaching new activities

Follows Directions: Follows simple two-step directions
Fine Motor Skills

Uses Tools: Appropriately uses objects such as pencils, crayons, markers, paintbrushes, and/or scissors
Gross Motor Skills
Gross Motor: Exhibits skills such as hopping on one foot, balancing while walking on a line on the floor, walking and running with ease

Cooperative: Plays and works with other children; adapts to planned activity changes
