Dr. Terry Tafoya, http://www.tamanawit.com/, is a Taos Pueblo and Warm Springs Indian who uses American Indian ritual and ceremony in his work as a Family Therapist at the Interpersonal Psychotherapy Clinic, part of the University of Washington's School of Medicine in Seattle. The Harbourview Community Mental Health Center, the site of the Interpersonal Psychotherapy Clinic, was responsible for having the Washington State Department of Social and Health Services designate Dr. Tafoya as the first formally recognized Native Healer for the state as an Ethnic Minority Mental Health Specialist.  

With over 20 years of University level teaching experience, including his work with the National Bilingual Training and Resource Center, Dr. Tafoya has worked with Mental Health, Human Sexuality, AIDS/HIV, Substance Abuse Prevention, and Bilingual Education in his work as a trainer and educator. He has taught with the Kinsey Institute for the Study of Human Sexuality, Gender, and Reproduction, as faculty, and as an expert on Cross-Cultural Sexuality. He serves as a National Consultant for the U.S. Center for Substance Abuse Prevention, and is the Chief Curriculum Writer for the Gathering of Native Americans, a national project for Native American Substance Abuse Prevention. He is also on the National Teaching Faculty for the American Psychological Association and on the International Faculty of the Milton H. Erickson Foundation for Clinical Hypnosis and Psychotherapy.

Dr. Lisa M. Boesky, http://www.drlisab.com, is a Child/Adolescent Psychologist specializing in the identification and management/treatment of students with mental health disorders, including youth who are suicidal and/or who self-injure.  She has designed several mental health training programs and provides trainings and workshops to professionals of all levels (direct-care staff to administration) across the United States and abroad. She helped develop a mental health screening tool for youth and consults on mental health policy and programming to a variety of juvenile agencies.  She is the author of the book “Juvenile Offenders with Mental Health Disorders:  Who are They and What Do We Do With Them?” published by the American Correctional Association.

	SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION


Local teams of community and school representatives may receive financial aid through the Oregon Criminal Justice Commission, Juvenile Crime Prevention program. The agency has a federal “Alternatives to Suspensions and Expulsions” grant to encourage effective community strategies to address issues like bullying, threat assessment and management, and student behavioral concerns.

Local teams must be organized and managed by the Lead Agency responsible for the juvenile crime prevention component of the county’s comprehensive plan for children and families or a Tribal juvenile crime prevention plan. Lead agencies may designate another entity to lead the local team.

The Criminal Justice Commission will pay a maximum reimbursement of $1,750 per team to the local agency after the institute. Eligible costs are registration fees, overnight lodging, and mileage for team members with documented attendance at the institute. The team scholarship will defray, but not completely pay, the costs for team members.

WORKSHOPS - Monday - July 11

3:00 – 5:00 p.m.
M-1 Methamphetamine- Eric Martin
This session will cover epidemiology, chemistry, child welfare, neuropharmacology, physical consequences of use, aggression, and high risk behavior of methamphetamine.
M-2 Gang Awareness Training – John Sena 
Gang Awareness Training is a comprehensive guide for law enforcement and criminal justice-related professionals, mental health professionals, administrators, teachers and parents.  It includes gang life style, sociology and characteristics of:  Latino, Asian, African-American, White Supremacists, Occult and Hybrid gangs. Prevention programs often fall by the wayside in favor of increased incarceration.  So what can we do to help?
M-3 Integrated Approaches to Preventing School Violence– Dr. Jeffrey Sprague, John Lenssen, Scott Perry

How can schools and their partners effectively plan and deliver the necessary components  (including: school wide discipline, individualized interventions, crisis management, social skills instruction, communication systems linking with parents and community, meaningful and effective academics, data collection and screening, etc.) in the promotion of safe schools conducive to learning?  This workshop will present an integrated systems approach for the prevention of school and youth violence.  It will identify ways to link evidence-based violence prevention programs and strategies with school/district goals and plans.  
M-4 Empowering Students to Prevent Violence & Suicide – Pete Trepanier
This presentation will explain the rationale for the prevention efforts launched in all public middle and high schools in the three counties making up central Oregon.  The presenter will discuss the 5-year strategy to integrate ASIST and Teen Screen into the youth suicide prevention efforts in this area.  These effective strategies are currently being evaluated to determine how they have worked in the system. 
M-5 Cyber Bullying – Nancy Willard

Cyber Bullying will address the multi-faceted concerns of how the Internet and other mobile communication technologies have raised the potential impact of social cruelty to a much higher level.  Cyber Bullying can be 24/7 and can reach teens wherever and whenever they use such technology. Derogatory, demeaning images or text about teens can be spread world wide in seconds.  Cyber Bullying has been implicated in cases of youth suicide. This session will provide an overview of cyber bullying activities, address how technologies can foster disinhibition, discuss legal issues, and present a comprehensive, research-guided school/community-based approach to address cyber bullying concerns.  The presentation will also address threat assessment related to Internet communications.
M-6 Embracing the Shadow & Mending the Sacred Hoop:  Healing Violence in Our Communities – Dr. Terry Tafoya
This workshop will elaborate on the theme of the traditional Native American concept of "The Sacred Hoop" or sense of unity and connectedness that has been damaged in so many of our communities.  The feelings of isolation and loneliness, so pervasive in American society, and so much a part of addiction issues, violence, and gang formation are some of the symptoms of this shattered Hoop. 

The workshop will focus on the need to confront, acknowledge, and celebrate "The Shadow," or that which one fears most about our selves and our communities (i.e., sexuality, alcoholism, family violence) through the use of storytelling, humor, and cross-cultural elements of healing, as one of the first necessary steps for restoring the Sacred Hoop to wholeness.
M-7 Family Conflict – Betsy Coddington and Resolutions Northwest
Does your teenager constantly come home late, not do assigned chores, and refuse to communicate with you respectfully?  Does your partner expect too much from you?  Does your elderly parent still interfere with your child rearing practices?  This interactive workshop will focus on problem solving techniques for family conflict.  Learn about a successful teen/adult family mediation program and practice your problem solving skills through role play and other participatory activities.

M-8 The Power of Groups – A Dynamic Tool for Parenting – Satya Maness
What are the essential elements of a successful group?  Hands-on activities and the wisdom drawn from Birth to Three’s 26-years of experience and evidence-based curricula for parents of children 0-8, help bring out the power of parenting groups, whether in center-based or home-visiting programs.
M-9 Health Effects of War and the SMART Alternatives – Physician’s Social Responsibility
Oregon Physicians for Social Responsibility has created an educational presentation that helps put the War on Terrorism in perspective by examining whether war is an appropriate response to the attacks of 9-11.  Will prolonged global war reduce the threats against our country, or will it perpetuate the cycles of anger, hatred, and violence?  Health Effects of War and the SMART Alternatives looks beyond the death and destruction commonly associated with war and explores its other short- and long term-effects, including civilian casualties, environmental and economic breakdown, refugees, land mines, psychological devastation, and nuclear threats.

M-10 Racial Harassment – Winston Cornwall

Winston Cornwall is the Education Program Specialist for Civil Rights/Equal Educational Opportunity with the Oregon Department of Education.  This session will discuss the procedures school districts and other offices will need to follow when faced with a racial harassment claim.

A-1 Substance Abuse Prevention Specialist Training (SAPST) – (Part 1 of 4; participants must attend all sessions.  Please register for B-1, C-1, and D-1 as well) – Denise Sheehan, Pam Tindall
The Substance Abuse Prevention Specialist Training (SAPST) was developed to introduce beginning prevention professionals to the fundamentals of prevention.  This limited 2-day version of the training will discuss:  prevention research and theory; prevention program planning; evidence-based prevention practices; and evaluation. This workshop will introduce the logic model, define key concepts used in the science of evaluation, and walk participants through a number of exercises that help them understand how to use evaluation to enhance and improve the prevention services they are providing. 
A-2 Taking Action to Stop Bullying – (Part 1 of 4; participants must attend all sessions.  Please register for B-2, C-2, and D-2 as well) – John Lenssen, Jess Bogli
Taking Action to Stop Bullying is an evidence-based practice curriculum that is a section of the Pathways to Adolescent Literacy and Teenage Health Training Modules.  This 2-day training session is designed to develop knowledge, confidence, and skills in teaching and facilitating the curriculum.  Curriculum includes 12 lessons for middle-grades English language arts and/or health education classes and after-school programs.  Registration and enrollment in this workshop will include the cost of the curriculum, and workshop participants will receive a copy of the curriculum.
A-3 Sexual Harassment – (Part 1 of 4; participants must attend all sessions.  Please register for B-3, C-3 and D-3 as well) – Nancy Huppertz

This two-day session will discuss extensive background history as well as up-to-date information on laws and key court cases, definitions and guidelines, and clarification of common misconceptions.  We will discuss how sexual harassment can be related to bullying and relational aggression (including internet use), and boundaries around interaction.  Participants will be able to leave this training-of-trainers session with the knowledge and materials to discuss and implement a sexual harassment plan, and to conduct sexual harassment trainings.

A-4 Pharmacology – (Part 1 of 2; participants must attend both sessions.  Please register for B-4 as well) – Eric Martin
This workshop covers the basic epidemiology, pharmacology, and neuropharmacology of drugs of abuse, including:  methamphetamine, marijuana, heroin, other opiates, club drugs (GHB, MDMA, PMA, Foxy Methoxy, DXM, Rohypnol) and inhalants.  This workshop will present information regarding health consequences of these drugs of abuse, and comorbid psychiatric conditions. 
A-5 An Introduction to a Comprehensive System for Threat Assessment and Management in the Schools - (Part 1 of 2; participants must attend both sessions.  Please register for B-5 as well) – John Van Dreal and others
This workshop will review the research that addresses youth violence (targeted and reactive) and the recommendations for assessment and management of that violence; a review of a successful collaborative, multi-agency Threat Assessment and Management System (including a design for site-based assessment); the introduction of an assessment tool that is designed for site-based assessment by a multi-disciplinary team; and a case review and management exercise (if time allows).
A-7 Implementing SAFE:TEEN (Suicide Awareness for Everyone), A Comprehensive School-Based Suicide Prevention Program – (Part 1 of 2; participants must attend both sessions.  Please register for B-7 as well) – Jill Hollingsworth, Kathryn Henderson 
Participants in this workshop will learn strategies to implement SAFE TEEN (Suicide Awareness for Everyone) a comprehensive school-based suicide prevention program, on school-wide or county level.  In particular, participants will learn how to identify and prepare key partners and support staff, approach administrators, and deliver the in-service component.

A-6 Evidence-Based Practices (EBP) – Caroline Cruz, Pamela J. Clark

The first hour of this session will cover the mandate for EBP for the State of Oregon, as well as an overview of what are Evidence Based Practices, including a progress report.  The rest of the session will be focusing on issues for rural and minority populations in implementing EBP.   Participants will leave with a better understanding of EBP as well as a clearer understanding of the complexity this creates for rural and minority communities.

A-8 (Part 1) Navigating Bi-Cultural Waters:  Working with Immigrant Girls – Anya Valsamakis, Girls’ Inc. of NW Oregon (formerly Girls’ Initiative Network)
This workshop will engage participants through group discussion and film clips to explore the issues and best practices for working with immigrant girls.  Findings will be shared from the GIRMA (Girls Immigrant and Religious Minority Alliance) program evaluation.  This collaboration between University of Oregon and Girls’ Initiative Network used focus groups and surveys to discover what were resiliency and risk factors for immigrant girls.  Family and school issues that girls encounter will be explored, as well as discussion surrounding the impact of social mirroring on teen’s identity and self-esteem.

(Part 2) Getting to the Core of the Hurt:  Relational Aggression and Girls – Jacqueline Nagel

How can we promote healthy relationships between girls?  The public at large readily recognizes the need to reduce peer on peer violence.  However, little attention has been given to the specific ways violence is expressed between female peers.  This workshop provides an overview of relational aggression and concrete prevention and intervention strategies for service providers, counselors and school staff.
A-9 Cognitive Behavior Intervention Trauma in Schools (CBITS) – Audra Langley
This presentation will review the history of the CBITS program, which aims to assess and treat the ethnically diverse students in Los Angeles Unified School District who have been affected by trauma associated with community violence by translating evidence-based treatments for traumatized children to school settings in ways that would be feasible and sustainable for school systems.  Participants will learn about each of the treatment components and their rationale, empirical results from previous CBITS implementation, and issues related to implementing such treatment in a school setting.
A-10 From School to Community & Back:  A Comprehensive Approach to Creating Partnerships with Hard-to-Reach Families– Keisha Edwards

Today's schools and classrooms are more diverse than ever. The ability to welcome, understand, and affirm all families--including their cultural backgrounds--can promote not only family involvement, but student achievement as well. Come learn a multi-faceted way to connect with ALL families using three tools developed by the NWREL

School-Family-Community Partnerships Team. Each tool represents a unique strategy that, taken together, can help schools create meaningful partnerships - a key ingredient for student success.

B-6 Anger Management – Dr. Michael Leeds

Support groups are defined as voluntary small group structures comprised of individuals who agree to come together for mutual assistance in their pursuits of personal and interpersonal growth.  Group members are able to satisfy a common need, give and receive support, increase their self-confidence, question their lifestyle choices, and promote wellness.  One high demand support group is Anger Management.  This workshop will provide, through short didactic presentation, small group work, and structured learning experiences – the philosophy and format of designing and implementing anger management group design.
B-8 Safe Dates – Deb Eisert, Anna Sonntag
The purpose of this presentation is to familiarize the audience with the problem of dating violence at the state and local levels.  The authors will present evidence-based data, endorsed by CSAP, and training concerning the frequency and intensity of dating violence, and the influence this problem has on individuals, families and communities.  The Safe Dates curriculum is appropriate for middle and high school students, and consists of nine 45-minute sessions plus optional activities.  This presentation is geared towards teachers, school administrators, school counselors, youth services staff and other community groups serving middle and high school students.
B-9 Eliminating the Achievement Gap:  Reducing Minority Overrepresentation in School Disciplines – Brian Baker, Jennifer McGowan
Through a PowerPoint presentation and presenter/audience exchange, we will explore the circumstances that lead to minority disproportionality in school referrals for discipline and school exclusion through suspension and expulsion. We will identify the causes of disproportionate referral, describe the impact on students, families, and community, and propose concrete, research-tested methods that schools can implement to reduce exclusionary discipline and engage minority children and their families in school.  By eliminating this disparity, schools will move toward meeting federal standards for student achievement and provide equal educational opportunity for all students.
B-10 Safe & Healthy Communities Through Social Skills Instruction:  Second Step and Steps to Respect – Amy Walker, Dr. Dale Myers
If you want it – teach it!  In this presentation, you will learn about two evidence-based social skills curricula, “Second Step” and “Steps to Respect” and how they fit into a school-wide model of Positive Behavior Support.  Learn critical components of social skills curricula and how they contribute to safe and effective schools.
B-11 Extreme Economic Deprivation – Caroline Cruz
Lack of dollars definitely impacts quality of life but there are other areas to take into consideration that collectively leave people or groups of people in poverty. This session will look at poverty from a broader spectrum. Participants will leave this session with an increased understanding of the broad spectrum of poverty, which leads to extreme economic deprivation. Participants will also better understand the barriers that may be preventing providing services to people in poverty.

This workshop discusses suicide prevention and intervention, and includes information on mood disorders, i.e., major depression, dysthymia, and bipolar disorder.  Self-injury is distinguished from suicide, and the various reasons young people engage in self-injury are reviewed.  Learn how to screen teenagers for imminent risk of suicide and self-injury, as well as practical strategies to use when working with this difficult to manage population.  The material is relevant to all professionals working with youth in school, residential, court, correctional and community settings.  Videotapes and real-life case examples will be used.
C-5 Girls’ Circle:  Promoting Resiliency in Adolescent Girls– (Part 1 of 4; participants must attend all sessions.  Please register for D-5, E-5, and F-5 as well) –Giovanna Taormina, Beth Hossfeld MFT
Learn skills to lead engaging support groups for girls.  This workshop is designed to provide adults with a solid, progressive framework of applicable skills to facilitate gender-specific programs for girls.  Girls' Circle training has been used by programs such as positive youth development, juvenile probation, schools, health education, boys and girls clubs, substance abuse prevention, pregnancy prevention, and gang prevention.

C-6 Responding to Crisis:  Is Your School Prepared? – (Part 1 of 2; participants must attend all sessions.  Please register for D-6 as well) – Cathy Paine, Kathryn Henderson, Mary Bork
Violence, natural disaster and death can happen at anytime, anywhere.  In addition, No Child Left Behind requires each school to have a school safety plan.  Effective and safe schools are well prepared for any potential crisis or violent act through a crisis response plan.  This workshop will (1) provide participants with information regarding the impact of grief and loss of children/adults, (2) present a model school/community crisis plan, and (3) describe strategies for responding to a variety of specific situations.  Teams are encouraged to attend this session.

This all day workshop explores the following:  defining healthy adolescent sexuality with young men at risk, working with attachment resistance, rehearsing spontaneity, uncovering the secret and filling in the loss with connection.

C-8 Experiential Education – Dr. Michael Leeds

All group experiences have the potential for helping the participants become more authentic.  In order for these skills to develop, individuals must accomplish four tasks: (1) Have an experience where there is an opportunity to learn about, watch, or do something that is important, and in which he or she is personally involved, (2) Identify the significant components of the experience, (3) Analyze the importance of the significant connects, and (4) Generalize to other life events.  This half-day workshop will explore the dynamics of developing specific interpersonal skills, and by raising existing skill levels in the area of interpersonal dynamics.
C-9 Law Enforcement- Dangerous Drugs – Sergeant Joel Lujan, Sergeant Steve Duvall, Tammy Stringham
This presentation will discuss various topics of street drugs, including: the history of drugs and drug use, what drugs look like and how people on drugs may act, Oregon Laws & Statutes around drug use, possession, delivery and manufacturing of, how investigations are made, resources for people to utilize when questioning drugs, trends and patterns in drug use, and new statutes that are being implemented. 
C-10 Encouraging Cooperation and Building Social Skills in After School, Community, and Child Care Programs –
 Dr. Vicki Nishioka, Sheryl Lahey Taylor
This interactive workshop will teach participants how to apply positive behavior support strategies to after school programs, community, and child-care programs.  Workshop participants will learn how to build safe and caring program settings, as well as simple strategies for identifying and teaching social skills.  Presenters will also teach easy to apply strategies for encouraging cooperative behavior with children and youth.  This workshop would be helpful for youth and/or child program staff, parents, and foster parents.
C-11 Cultural Competency:  Unmasking the Challenges and Implementing Change – Jack Lawson, Partners for Children & Families, Cultural Competency and Gender Specific Services Trainers

This workshop will provide participants with a thorough working knowledge of culture and how it impacts all aspects of the lives of people and communities.  We will examine and recognize the ways that organizations make decisions, and how these decisions are made, as well as the ways that cultural minorities are perceived and evaluated from a cultural perspective.   We will also discuss the definitions of culture, White Privilege, the paradigms of diversity, stereotyping, expectations and behaviors, cross cultural communication, civil rights and action planning.

The panelists will be asked to identify best practices they use in outreaching to and working with diverse faith-based organizations, as well as best practices used by faith-based organizations in working with diverse youth.
D-9 Child Abuse & How Drugs Affect Children – Sergeant Joel Lujan, Sergeant Steve Duvall, Tammy Stringham
This presentation will continue the discussion of street drugs and how they affect children, specifically around child abuse.  Presenters will discuss the dynamics of child abuse, Oregon Statutes around this offense, and mandatory reporting of suspected child abuse.  We will look at the investigation process and discuss what people who report child abuse can expect to happen, as well as those being investigated. The presenters will also discuss multidisciplinary teams and how they evaluate cases, including certain protocols that must be followed during the procedure.

This interactive workshop will describe the essential features of the Skills for Success model and provide implementation of this model in urban and rural schools.  Workshop participants will receive assessment and planning materials to assist implementation of this model program in their home school.
E-3 System Change: The Change Workbook - (Part 1 of 2, participants must attend both sessions.  Please register for F-3 as well) – Caroline Cruz, Rey Agullana, John Spence
Your agency or program goes to training and cannot wait to implement a new program or process.  Reality sets in and you cannot get it going.  Why is it so hard to transfer the technology? This course will provide tools to assist you with implementing change initiatives at work.

Part A of the workshop will focus on the content of The Change Book.  Participants will increase their knowledge about effective technology transfer methods and will build skills in implementing change within agencies.  Part B of the workshop will focus on implementing the skills in a simulated exercise.

E-7 Parenting Wisely – (Part 1 of 2; participants must attend both sessions.  Please register for F-7 as well) –         Dr. Don Gordon
This workshop will describe the development of and national implementation of a highly interactive parenting skills training program, Parenting Wisely. E-10 Options to Anger – John Aarons, John Crumbley, Wade Fraser

The Options to Anger class was designed to help: take a light-hearted look at ineffective ways of coping with anger; identify emotional warning signs; learn skills to prevent doing things while angry that may later prompt regret; examine ways to handle yourself well when others are angry; and meet the challenge of handling difficult situations with dignity and respect.  Options to Anger is a nationally recognized program developed by John Crumbley, John Aarons, and Wade Fraser.

This presentation will introduce the concept of training mindfulness skills as a strategy to develop those inner resources that promote well-being.  We will identify and practice those techniques that specifically serve as coping with life stress.  Come to learn how the development of internal skills can help to make peace within as well as with the world around us.
F-8 Improving Public Safety & Reducing Violence:  Holding Youth Accountable in Community-Based Supervision Programs – Jim Stegmiller
Attendees will learn how to reduce violence by creating objective detention risk assessment instruments, relying on data-driven decisions and building alternatives to detention.  
F-9 Every Day - On Time:  Getting Serious About School Attendance – Scott Perry

Attendance is the heart piece of schooling.  If students don’t show up, they don’t learn.  LBL-ESD has completed 38 full-day attendance audits at the high school, middle school and elementary level.  We will review the findings of those audits including a review of those practices and policies which are most effective in reducing student truancy and tardiness.  
F-10 Making Contact: A Relational Adventure for School-Aged Boys– Howard Hiton, Dr. Peter Mortola, Stephen Grant
The BAM curriculum contains activities for boys groups and stories of hope for people who care about boys.  This is a preventative group experience exposing school age boys to new perspectives on what it means to be male and helping them to build the relational skills they need to be good men.  This workshop will highlight the elements of the forthcoming curriculum and allow for a time to sample part of the group experience.
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
