· Internships, or a career-related work experience, are required for some majors.

· Obtaining that first job made much easier if you have a career-related work experience.

· Build a solid resume.

· Make valuable contacts with professionals in your field of interest.

The Internship Program at ODE is unique in the fact that:

· It allows college students from various academic fields a chance to apply textbook theories to real world problems in one of the state’s largest departments. 
· Internship opportunities are available in several departments within the Oregon Department of Education. Internships that can be tailored to meet students' interests and academic goals. The ODE is willing to work with students and their academic advisors to arrange credit.
Internship opportunities provide many challenges for qualified students in the following fields:

· Education Policy and Administration:  Interns work alongside education experts who on important policy decisions.

· Communications/Marketing:  Through speech writing for live or TV audiences, to writing opinion-pieces for newspapers and newsletters, interns use the power of words to communicate effectively both the accomplishments and barriers that today’s young Oregonians face.

· Political Science and Public Administration:  By observing and participating in the day-to-day operations of the ODE, students learn about the challenges that state-agencies face.

· There are other possible internships including positions focusing around Finances and Accounting, Child Nutrition, Federal Liaison, and the Oregon School for the Deaf.
