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This book is called a “social story”. It is a way to prepare children for an upcoming event or remind them of expectations. The original reason for creating this book was for one of the students in this particular classroom who is autistic. He doesn't handle changes to routine or unfamiliar things very well. I wrote the book for him, but ended up using it for my entire class. Going to the pumpkin patch is unfamiliar to most 3-4 year olds. We used it to talk about what we would be doing on the field trip and what to expect. It also opened up the door for discussion about harvest and where our food comes from - especially with picking an apple off of a tree.
