PURPOSE of the Committee:

The Oregon Department of Education Child Nutrition Programs (ODE CNP) is assembling a Child Care Wellness Grant Advisory Committee to provide project guidance to the Child Care Wellness Grant project team and to develop a professional recognition system for Child Care Wellness Champions addressing obesity prevention.  The Child Care Wellness Grant project team is composed of staff from ODE CNP, and from the Oregon Public Health Institute (OPHI).

Committee ACTIVITIES:

The Advisory Committee will:

1. Convene regularly and provide guidance and expertise to the project team including the provision of advice on the development of the Child Care Wellness Warehouse, sub-grantees selection process, and checklist development and implementation.
a. Meeting frequency:



i. FY 2011 (April 2011 – September 2011):  3 meetings

ii. FY 2012:  2-3 meetings

iii. FY 2013:  2-3 meetings
2. Work with the project team to create the Child Care Wellness Champion Nomination/Request for Proposals and participate in the nomination and funding process.

a. Serve as a panel of experts and advisors on child care, child health, nutrition and physical activity best practices and child nutrition services programs.

b. Provide input and make recommendations for the CACFP Sponsor Request for Proposals (RFP), including the RFP application and selection process.
c. Participate in the review and finalization of the evaluation plan to ensure that the selection criteria for sub-grantees meet the project goals and objectives.
d. Contribute to the development of the Child Care Wellness Warehouse website.

e. Participate, as a sub-committee, in the review and recommendations for awards to sub-grantees.

f. Advise the project team on best methods for information dissemination to the child care community in Oregon.

g. Collaboratively develop several methods of formal recognition for child care setting that become Child Care Wellness Champion settings.
3. Aim to establish professional accreditation for nutrition and physical activity trainings for child care workers in the state which can be counted toward licensing requirements.
a. Work with CCD and the Oregon Registry to obtain continuing education credits for the work of successful sponsors.

4. Aim to create a formal state-wide Healthy Practices certification or recognition system for Child Care Wellness Champions, so that those participating workers and facilities can be acknowledged in the community and use this status to promote their business.

a. Work with media and partners to promote the project and seek additional funding.
