CTE Program Update    

Description: Official state records must reflect exactly what the school/district is offering for the entire current school year. The CTE Program Update is an annual fall process for you to be sure that your CTE program records and state records are reconciled.  This software application allows you to revise or verify the CTE course and program information for all approved CTE programs - regardless if Perkins funds are used.  Errors and omissions in the CTE Program Update DOES cause errors, problems, unnecessary extra work, and delays when submitting the CTE Course Enrollment data collection in the spring. Remember, all changes must be submitted and approved by your Regional CTE Coordinator and the appropriate ODE career learning area Specialist by the due dates below.  Be sure to submit changes promptly.

This collection contains data regarding the students enrolled in CTE classes and programs.  This collection is essential to provide data for the 90% Met Reports, CTE program improvement planning, budgeting and resource allocations, and Perkins reporting.

This collection provides data for disaggregation by sub-populations, comparison data between CTE student and non-CTE student population, and identification of participants and concentrators.  This collection contains data regarding the students enrolled in CTE classes and programs.  This collection is essential to provide data for the 90% Met Reports, CTE program improvement planning, budgeting and resource allocations, and Perkins reporting.

Due Dates versus Collection Closing Dates
The Due Dates listed here for the CTE Program Update and the CTE Data Collection are the final dates by which all pertinent CTE data must be 100% submitted, approved, and correct.  There are a variety of audiences to whom other dates concerning ODE data collections are provided. For example, the Schedule of Due Dates identifies Close Dates, Final Dates, Delinquent Dates.  For CTE data, the due dates listed here are the ones that must be followed.

Expectation

Every state-approved CTE program and Perkins grant recipient must implement and maintain systemic measures to ensure accurate and timely data submissions.  There needs to be a sense of importance and urgency concerning these deadlines.  There are very close timeline tolerances due to the interdependence of data submission, submission and acquisition of data to and from other agencies, matching of the data and return of reports to ODE, the generation of various reports, providing technical assistance, improvement planning, and the production of the 90% Met Reports, EDFacts Reports, and the Consolidated Annual Report (CAR).  Data quality issues may result in loss of state approval of CTE programs and/or eligibility for state and federal funding for CTE.  
Assistance 
Several sources of assistance are available.

· Know who your Regional CTE Coordinator is and develop a close working relationship with him/her (see http://www.ode.state.or.us/teachlearn/pte/14-15-reg-cte-contacts.pdf). 
· Identify, join, and/or develop a data team within your school, district, consortium, and/or region.  Take steps to build local capacity concerning the CTE data collections.  
· Be sure that you or someone you can contact participates in the ODE-sponsored webinars and meetings for data collection (https://district.ode.state.or.us/search/results/?id=402) and information technology (https://district.ode.state.or.us/search/results/?id=403) staff and for other key data personnel.  Ensure that key information is being shared.

· Subscribe to the ODE Data NEWSline listserv (http://listsmart.osl.state.or.us/mailman/listinfo/datacollection). 

· Subscribe to the CTE Network Update listserv (http://listsmart.osl.state.or.us/mailman/listinfo/cte_network)
· Inform those who input CTE data of the names of people to contact in their school, district or region with questions regarding the data collections and CTE.
